The right time to study abroad

The right time to study abroad depends on your degree program:

– Bachelor’s programs: usually the 4th or 5th semester (and/or do their 
master’s abroad)

– Master’s programs: usually the 3rd or 4th semester

Please note: the application deadline for some exchange programs or 
scholarships can be more than 14 months before the beginning of your 
time abroad!

Studying abroad does not automatically prolong your studies
because the credits you take abroad can transfer to your
degree program in Mannheim.

Two Paths to Study Abroad

Exchange Program 

Tuition fees are waived.

Free Mover

Application at the University 
of Mannheim

650 exchange programs with
approx. 2 to 4 spots – 80% of 
all applicants are successful

Tuition fees are not waived.

You apply directly at the host 
university.

Partner universities which 
have standing exchange 
agreements with one or more 
degree programs

Self-organized semester or 
year abroad outside or our 
exchange programs

Chances to get selected vary.

On top of that, there are online 
language courses and special
funding for students with children
or students with disabilities.

Overseas

Most overseas partnerships are bilateral exchange
programs which always include a tuition waiver.

In addition, there are multilateral agreements within the
so-called “State Programs Baden-Württemberg“ (which
also include a tuition waiver).

Application for PROMOS or Baden-Württemberg 
Scholarship may be possible.

Application procedure for all exchange
programs



Application Procedure and Components

1 Apply online through the Mobility Online Portal; 
separate upload all required application documents

2 Merge all documents in one PDF file and upload onto
the application portal

Application Documents:
Online Application Form
Letter of Motivation
CV
Proof of Language Proficiency
Transcript

SELECTION CRITERIA

A committee of school representatives or professors responsible for the 
respective exchange program carries out the selection process for all 
exchange programs. The committee cooperates with Central International 
Office staff members in the selection process.

Depending on the number of applicants, there might be selection
interviews for overseas exchange programs (you will be invited by email). 



How to Proceed?

Starting now: Research our partner universities

As soon as you know your destination: read the respective application instructions
(you can always read the version from the previous year)

Then: make an appointment for a language test – your application must include a 
valid language test.
- Test cannot be older than two year at the application deadline
- Check the website of the International Office which tests are accepted!
